NON INTERVENTIONAL STUDY AGREEMENT

This non-interventional study agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into as the last date of the signature below (“Effective Date”) between 

1. [SPONSOR],  located at [address] (“Sponsor”), and 

2. [HOSPITAL] HF, Department located at [address], Norway   (“Institution”), and 

3. INVEN2 AS located at Forskningsparken, Gaustadalléen 21, 0349 Oslo, Norway (“Inven2” or “Payee”) 
Background

(a) WHEREAS, Sponsor is sponsor of the non-interventional study entitled [Study title] , (“Study”) (as defined below); 
(b) WHEREAS, Sponsor is committed to conduct and manage the Study in Norway;
(c) WHEREAS, Institution has appropriate facilities and personnel necessary to conduct the Study and will provide the services of principal investigator.
(d) WHEREAS, [Name of Principal Investigator]   will be acting in the role of principal investigator (“Principal Investigator”)
(e) WHEREAS, Inven2 is authorized to negotiate and sign the Agreement, and acts exclusively as payee for the financial aspects according to this Agreement, on behalf of the Institution. 
(f) For the sake of clarity, all obligations applicable to Principal Investigator according to this Agreement will apply to him/her as an employee of the Institution and under the guidelines of Good Epidemiological Practice (“GEP”). Accordingly, Principal Investigator will not be jointly liable for Institution’s responsibilities under this Agreement. Institute shall procure and ensure the performance of the obligations of Principal Investigator and Study site staff as set out in this Agreement and all applicable laws and regulations, including GEP.
Agreement

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained in this Agreement, the Parties agree as follows:

1. Conduct of the Study

1.1. The Parties shall perform the Study set forth in Protocol No. [  ], dated [  ] (“Protocol”) in accordance with this Agreement, the Protocol and all applicable laws and regulations. The Institution shall follow all guidelines and instructions reasonably provided by Sponsor.
1.2. [If applicable:] The Principal Investigator has, in addition to his/her Principal Investigator responsibilities, been appointed to coordinate certain activities at a national level as National Coordinating Investigator. It is the duty of the National Coordinating Investigator to obtain all approvals for the Study required pursuant to Norwegian law or regulatory requirements from the relevant Independent Ethics Committee (“IEC”) before commencing the Study. The National Coordinating Investigator shall also, to the extent required pursuant to Norwegian law or regulatory requirements, notify and obtain the consent of the relevant EC of any amendments to the Protocol. Such approvals shall be forwarded to Sponsor as they are obtained.

2. RESPONSIBILTIES AND OBLIGATIONS OF Institution

2.1. General responsibilities

The Institution shall be responsible for the conduct of the Study in its entirety at the Institution. The Principal Investigator is responsible, on behalf of the Institution, to provide medical care and to ensure the well-being of the Subjects (the “Subjects”) throughout the Study. In particular, the following is agreed between the Parties:

2.2. Appointment of staff

The Institution may appoint competent individuals and investigational staff as deemed appropriate, as sub-investigators to assist in the conduct of the Study. All sub-investigators and investigational staff shall be informed about the Protocol and their Study-related duties and functions. They shall be adequately qualified, timely appointed and an updated list of personnel and significant Study-related duties shall be maintained. 
Principal Investigator shall be responsible for leading such team of sub-investigators and investigational staff. 
Institution shall make sure that such individuals and staff is bound by the relevant terms and conditions according to this Agreement. 

2.3. Informed consent and Subject entry into Study 

The Institution will aim to include [number] Subjects in the Study.

Before entering a Subject into the Study the Principal Investigator shall: 

i) exercise independent medical judgment as to the compatibility of each prospective Subject with the requirements of the protocol for the Study; 
ii) ensure that, before their participation in the Study, the Subjects are duly informed about all aspects of the Study that are relevant to them, including: (i) the purpose, duration, nature, significance, implications and risks of the Study; and (ii) the processing, auditing and monitoring of data (including personal data) under this Agreement; 

iii) ensure that, before the participation in the Study, each Subject, or the Subject’s guardian if necessary, has given his or her informed consent in accordance with the procedure described in the Protocol (“Informed Consent”). The use of an Informed Consent form does not release the Principal Investigator from his or her legal and contractual obligations relating to Informed Consent. It remains the Principal Investigator's responsibility to ensure that those obligations are complied with; 

iv) provide details of the proposed Subject to Sponsor.

2.4. Records 

The Institution and the Principal Investigator shall:

i) prepare and maintain complete, accurately written and electronic records, including accounts, notes, reports, Case Reports Forms, records of Study Subject identifications, medical notes, clinical observations, laboratory tests, and the receipt and disposition of the Study Drug and all supportive documentation and data for each Study Subject of this Study (hereinafter “Records”);
ii) review each of the Records to ensure their accuracy and completeness; 

iii) sign the Records to confirm that they accurately reflect the data collected during the Study; 

iv) maintain all documents and other records generated in the Study in safe keeping for such period as is required by Norwegian law or regulatory requirements. To the extent explicitly agreed in Article 6 (Compensation), Sponsor will reimburse the Institution’s reasonable expenses related to archiving services; 

v) ensure the Records are kept safely in a known and accessible location, during the period required by law or any other mandatory requirement; 

vi) undertakes to comply with all applicable Norwegian law or regulatory requirements on the protection of personal data in accordance with Article 9.
2.5. Reporting 

The Institution shall ensure that the Principal Investigator and any co-investigator involved in the conduct of the Study shall, on reasonable written notice from Sponsor
i) meet a representative of Sponsor at regular intervals, depending on i.e. number of Subjects and complexity of the Study, to discuss the progress and conduct of the Study; and 

ii) make the hospital notes and Records for each Subject available for source data verification or auditing purposes by representatives of Sponsor and the officers of any competent authority. 
2.6. Access to facilities and Records

The Institution shall, to the extent permitted according to Norwegian law or regulatory requirements, allow Sponsor, Sponsor’s appointed nominee or agent, to arrange in advance, during business hours, to
i) examine and inspect the Institution's facilities which are used to perform the Study; and
ii) inspect and copy all data and documents relating to the Study; 

The Institution shall make all records and relevant documentation available to Sponsor or its nominee promptly upon request for auditing purposes and otherwise cooperate with Sponsor in all their efforts to monitor the Study, hereunder by being easily accessible reverting to all inquiries by Sponsor without undue delay.
2.7. The Institution shall be responsible for employing the sufficient number of qualified investigational staff to perform the Study in accordance with the Protocol and this Agreement.

2.8. In the event that the Principal Investigator should no longer be affiliated with the Institution, the Institution shall provide written notice to Sponsor as soon as possible and at the latest within three (3) days of such departure. Sponsor shall have the right to approve any new Principal Investigator designated by Institution, such approval not to be unreasonably withheld. The new Principal Investigator shall be required to agree to the terms and conditions of this Agreement. In the event Sponsor does not approve such new Principal Investigator, Sponsor may terminate this Agreement in accordance with Article 13 below and Institution shall take all necessary steps to accommodate Sponsor’ decision.
2.9. To the extent Sponsor has provided computer equipment or other Study related equipment as listed in Appendix A, the Institution undertakes to store and handle such equipment with care. However, Institution shall not be liable in any way for such equipment, hereunder liable in case of loss or damage, unless such loss or damage is due to gross negligence of Institution. Sponsor will assist Institution in maintaining the equipment in good working order at Sponsors expense. Unless otherwise agreed in writing, all study related equipment listed in Appendix A shall be returned to Sponsor at the end of the Study.

3. RESPONSIBILITIES AND OBLIGATIONS OF Sponsor

3.1. Sponsor agrees to adhere to all applicable law and regulatory requirements, including standards/obligations laid down in the codes of conduct for collaboration between the medical profession and the pharmaceutical industry.
3.2. Sponsor shall ensure approval from the relevant EC is received, as necessary for the conduct of the Study.
3.3. Sponsor shall register the Study on clinical trials registries and publish the Study results in clinical results databases, as required by applicable laws and requirements, and internal and general regulations.
3.4. Sponsor will provide financial support for the conduct of the Study by providing payments to the Payee as indicated in Appendix A of the Agreement or as otherwise agreed in writing.
3.5. If Sponsor has provided computer equipment or other equipment as listed in Appendix A, Sponsor shall be responsible for the installation and maintenance of this equipment. 

3.6. If Sponsor appoints another person as contact person during the Study, Sponsor shall ensure sufficient training and a smooth transition. Sponsor will compensate Institution if the change puts an disproportionate extra workload on the Study Site Staff.
4. Representations and warranties

4.1. Institution and if applicable also Principal Investigator (to the extent that such representations and warranties relate to Principal Investigator) each represents and warrants to Sponsor:

· that they will make available adequate time, personnel, facilities and resources to efficiently and expeditiously accomplish its responsibilities under this Agreement, in particular to conduct the Study within the agreed time schedule and in the way set forth in the Protocol;

· that none of Institution or Study site staff, including Principal Investigator, it is not subject to any conflicting obligations or legal impediments or has any financial or other interest in the outcome of the Study or has entered into a contract with respect to another Study that might interfere with the performance of the Study or that might impair the acceptance of the resulting data by any RA or the grant of rights to Sponsor; 

· that they will promptly notify Sponsor of any potential conflicts of interest that exist or may arise in relation to the Study;

· that Institution and Study site staff, including Principal Investigator, are properly registered with appropriate registration bodies and are sufficiently qualified by training and experience for conduct of the Study; and

4.2. Institution, to the best of its knowledge, is not currently using, and shall not use the services of any person, including Principal Investigator, who is debarred, proposed for debarment or otherwise disqualified or suspended from performing a clinical study or otherwise subject to any restrictions or sanctions by any RA and/or ethics committee with respect to the performance of scientific or clinical investigations. Institution will immediately notify Sponsor if Institution becomes aware of any such debarment, proposal for such debarment, disqualification or suspension. 
4.3. Institution shall comply fully at all times with all applicable anti-bribery and anti-corruption laws, including but not limited to, all applicable anti-bribery and anti-corruption laws of Norway.
5. Subject Enrolment

5.1. Principal Investigator shall enroll Subjects to the Study in accordance with the Protocol. The Study period may be extended or shortened and the number of Subjects that Institution may enroll in the Study may be changed, at Sponsor’s sole discretion. 
5.2. Institution acknowledges that if the Study is part of a multi-center study and that when the enrolment goal for the multi-center study as a whole is reached, enrolment may be closed at all sites, including at Institution, regardless of whether Institution or any other site has reached its individual enrolment goal. 
6. Compensation

6.1. For the services rendered under this Agreement, Sponsor shall pay Institution in accordance with the specification in Appendix A. The Parties acknowledge that the amounts to be paid by Sponsor under this Agreement are reasonable compensation, representing the fair market value, for the work performed by Institution, and that neither of Institution, Principal Investigator or Study site staff have received any other compensation or inducement in connection with this Agreement or their participation in the Study. 

6.2. In the event that amendments to the Protocol require changes to the Study compensation arrangements, an amended financial schedule will be signed by the Parties pursuant to Article 18 and attached as a supplement to Appendix A of this Agreement.

6.3. Sponsor reserves the right to deduct from the final payment, the fair market value of any materials not used or returned to Sponsor at site closure or at Sponsor’s earlier request. In the event such deduction occurs, and thereafter Institution returns the materials, Sponsor shall pay Institution the fair market value of the returned materials as of the date of receipt by Sponsor.  
6.4. Except with respect to those expenses reimbursable under this Agreement, Institution acknowledges and agrees that the payments made by Sponsor under this Article 6 represent Sponsor’s total obligations under this Agreement. All payments shall be made in accordance with general accepted accounting principles.

7. Intellectual Property 
7.1. All data, information and documents provided to the Institution or the Principal Investigator by or on behalf of Sponsor, shall remain the sole property of Sponsor. The Institution and the Principal Investigator will respect all intellectual property rights, including patent, brand, design and copyrights of Sponsor or third party, likewise, Sponsor will respect all intellectual property rights, including patent, brand, design and copyrights of Institution. 
7.2. All data, information and results that are collected in writing during the course of the Study and within the scope and regulations of the Protocol, including unexpected findings, unforeseen events or results that arise from deviations from the Protocol (“Results”), shall be the sole property of Sponsor and may be used and/or transferred by Sponsor in its sole discretion with no further payment or other obligation to the Institution, except as regulated in this Agreement. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, Institution retains ownership of all raw clinical data contained in Institution’s patient and medical records or other original source documentation.
7.3. Institution may continue to use any know-how and data gained during the performance of the Study for internal, non-commercial research purposes, provided that such use is made in accordance with the confidentiality provisions and subject to the intellectual property rights of Sponsor under this Agreement, and, provided that such right shall not extend to any know-how which is exclusively related to the Sponsors confidential information as such. 
7.4. In the rare event that an Institution-employee is a named inventor on a patent/patent application arising from work performed under the study and according to protocol, and this is the basis of an extraordinary commercial success for Sponsor, the employee(s) may be able to claim a minor remuneration from the Institution under the Norwegian law on Employee inventorship (or a succeeding law).  If the employee raises any such claim against Institution, Institution shall inform Sponsor immediately and Sponsor and the Institution shall jointly decide on how to handle the matter, provided that any compensation to be paid by the Institution under such claim following a court decision or a settlement shall be reimbursed by Sponsor. 

7.5. The Institution agrees to, and to cause its employees and collaborators and the Principal Investigator to, execute promptly all documents and take all other action as may reasonably be requested by Sponsor to ensure that all Results are vested in or assigned to Sponsor in accordance with this Agreement. This includes without limitation taking all necessary steps for the transfer of ownership of all data, information, documents and inventions and Results to Sponsor in accordance with this Agreement and assisting Sponsor in the preparation and prosecution of patent applications at Sponsor’ expense.
7.6. The Institution shall ensure that the Principal Investigator and the Institution’s employees and collaborators involved in the Study will comply with its obligations under this Agreement. 
8. Confidential Information 

8.1. All information and data, trade secrets, privileged records and other confidential or proprietary information disclosed to or collected or developed by either Party in connection with this Study (collectively “Information“) shall be treated as confidential. Each Party (the “Receiving Party”) agrees not to disclose to any third parties or to use any Information provided to it by the other Party (the “Disclosing Party”) for any purpose other than the performance of the Study. Each Party shall ensure that its employees and collaborators are bound by confidentiality obligations not less strict than those set out herein prior to receiving any Information. 
8.2. Upon termination or expiry of this Agreement, the Institution shall destroy or return to Sponsor, as per Sponsors’ request, all documents, samples and material containing or relating to Information, except for one copy of Information which is to be retained in the confidential files of the Institution for record purposes and other purposes permitted under this Agreement, and except for information stored in connection with electronic back-up of servers. If requested by Sponsor, such destruction shall be promptly confirmed in writing by the Institution to Sponsor.
8.3. The confidentiality obligations set out above shall not apply to:

i. Information which is, at the time of disclosure, in the public domain or thereafter becomes part of the public domain otherwise than by an act or omission of the Receiving Party;

ii. Information that the Receiving Party can demonstrate by written evidence was in its possession prior to its disclosure by disclosing Party or its collection or creation during or in connection with the Study;

iii. Information which the Receiving Party received from any third party not engaged in the activities which are the subject of this Agreement, where such information is not subject to an obligation of confidentiality in favor of either Party on objective grounds had a valid reason to be in good faith regarding such rights. 
iv. Information disclosed in permitted publication according to Article 10 of this Agreement. 
8.4. If disclosure of Information beyond what expressly authorised in this Agreement is required by Norwegian law, that disclosure does not constitute a breach of this Agreement for as long as Institution notifies Sponsor in writing as far as possible in advance of the disclosure so as to allow Sponsor to take legal actions to protect Information, limit disclosure only to Information required to comply with legal obligations, and continue to maintain in confidentiality the Information with respect to all other third parties.  
9. 
Personal Data 
9.1. Each Party shall be responsible for its own processing of personal data and shall ensure that any personal data relating to a Subject, Principal Investigator and/or Study site staff, is collected, stored, used, disclosed and transferred in accordance with all applicable supranational and national privacy laws, including terms of approvals from the relevant RA and IEC and with and with Informed Consents that are or will be obtained from Subjects if applicable. Principal Investigator shall be responsible for obtaining and providing Sponsor with the Study Information Consents (in the form agreed with Sponsor) from each Study Site Staff for the collection, use and disclosure of their personal data.
9.2. The Parties will comply with all applicable data protection legislation including without limitation, including the General Data Protection Regulation (EU) 2016/679 (GDPR) (the “Data Protection Legislation”). The Sponsor, as data controller of Study subject and Study Staff personal data collected and sent to Sponsor in accordance with a Study subject’s informed consent and a Study Staff’s consent will comply with Data Protection Legislation and the terms of the respective consent in the processing and use of such data. The Institution will remain as data controller of personal data collected and retained in the Institution’s patient file in accordance to the Data Protection Legislation and national legislation regarding processing of Personal Health Data. 
Acting as Data Controller for the Study Data the Sponsor will be responsible for ensuring that the data are safely delivered by the Institution through the Sponsor’s eCRF or other secure/approved solutions in accordance with the Data Protection Legislation, for delivering data, both electronic and physical. The sponsor shall immediately notify the Institution in the event that any security measures should fail. In the event that security measures should fail and the Sponsor has notified the Institution, the Institution shall refrain from delivering data through eCRF until the Sponsor has implemented necessary measures to secure the data transfer. The Sponsor shall also ensure that, if study data is made available to anyone outside the EEA, sufficient guarantees should be provided, including organizational and technical measurements, so that further processing of data will be in accordance with the Data Protection Legislation.
10. Publication and Use of Study Results

10.1. Sponsor is committed to communicate product, research and development information in an accurate and objective manner. These communication activities must be undertaken in a responsible and ethical manner, taking into account relevant external standards regarding the manner and content of scientific, technical and medical publications. Sponsor fully supports the need for all authors of publications (both Sponsor’s employees and external collaborators) to disclose any potential conflicts of interest including any financial or personal relationships that might be perceived to bias their work. 
10.2. In the exercise of the rights of academic freedom, Institution and Principal Investigator (and/or other Study site staff) shall, notwithstanding Article 8 above but subject to this Article 10, have the right to publish the Study results in scientific or other journals, and/or to present the Study results at professional conferences or other meetings.  Institution and Principal Investigator may use the Study results, hereunder data generated at the site, and, in the case the Study is part of a multi-center study, results from other sites participating in the Study (collectively “Multi-Centre Results”) solely for the purposes stated in Article 10.1 above and shall not externally publish or present any such results until the earlier of (i) the date of the first Study results publication by Sponsor, or in case of a multi-center study the first Multi-Centre Results publication, agreed by the Parties and (ii) the end of the eighteen (18) month period following the completion, or early termination, of the Study at all participating sites. Neither before nor after such date may Institution or Principal Investigator publish or present any raw data (as distinguished from the results of any analyses of raw data) or make any publication or presentation that is false, misleading, and inconsistent with academic standards or for commercial purposes.

10.3. Subject to Article 10.2, at least thirty (30) days prior to submission of any material for publication or fifteen (15) days prior to submission of a presentation, Institution shall provide Sponsor with such material for review. No such publication or presentation may include any of Sponsor’s confidential Information without Sponsor’s prior written approval. If requested in writing by Sponsor, Institution shall withhold, or shall cause Principal Investigator to withhold, material from submission for publication or presentation for an additional ninety (90) days from the date of Sponsor’s request to allow for the filing of a patent application or the taking of such measures as Sponsor deems appropriate to establish and preserve its proprietary rights in the information in the material being submitted for publication or presentation.

10.4. Sponsor and its affiliates shall have the right to independently publish the Study results, subject to Article 10.1 and provided that due acknowledgement is made for the intellectual contribution made by Institution and Principal Investigator in accordance with standard scientific practice. 

10.5. Without limitation to any other right of Sponsor hereunder, Institution and Principal Investigator acknowledge and agree that Sponsor as Sponsor will register the Study and, when available, post the Study results in accordance with Sponsor internal policy on one or more publicly-accessible trial registries and websites (including the publicly-funded website ClinicalTrials.gov). Where Institution and Principal Investigator wish to use a publicly-accessible website on a voluntary basis (e.g. a university/hospital website) the information related to the Protocol must not exceed the information Sponsor has already posted and it should be sufficient to provide a hyperlink to the Study when registered on ClinicalTrials.gov.

11. Use of Name

None of Institution, Principal Investigator or Sponsor shall mention or otherwise use the name, trademark, trade name or logo of the other Party in any publication, press release or promotional material with respect to the Study without the prior written approval of such Party; provided, however, that Sponsor shall have the right to identify Institution as the site at which the Study was conducted and the responsible Study Site Staff and to use Principal Investigator’s name in any Sponsor Study recruitment activities and provided also that Sponsor in its sole discretion may impose that the abstract shall include a reference to Sponsor.
12. Insurance and Indemnity

12.1. Sponsor agrees to indemnify Institution and Principal Investigator and hold them harmless in respect of and against all claims and proceedings made or brought by or on behalf of Subjects against Institution or Principal Investigator for personal injury to Subjects, including death,  to the extent arising out of or relating to (i) the administration of investigational medicinal product in accordance with this Agreement, the Protocol and any other written instructions of Sponsor, or (ii) the performance of any test or procedure that is required by the Protocol to which the Subjects would not have been exposed but for their participation in the Study, provided that, in each case:

· Institution and Principal Investigator have followed the instructions of Sponsor and complied with the Protocol (and any amendments thereto) and applicable laws and requirements; and

· Institution and Principal Investigator have used reasonable medical judgment in the conduct of the Study (including the enrolment of Subjects for which participation in the Study is medically appropriate).

12.2. Sponsor’s obligation to indemnify under Article 12.1 will not apply to the extent that such claims or proceedings:

· arise out of or relate to the gross negligence, willful misconduct or wrongful act or omission of Institution, Principal Investigator or any Study site Staff;

· arise out of or relate to Principal Investigator’s or Institution’s failure to report promptly to Sponsor any significant or alarming development that has occurred during the Study, including any Subject adverse event or serious adverse event (as both such terms are defined in the Protocol); or

· arise as a result of Institution’s or Principal Investigator’s compromise or settlement of any such claim without the written consent of Sponsor.

12.3. Sponsor maintains liability insurance in respect of its obligations to third parties and maintains sufficient limits to cover the indemnification obligations in this Agreement.
12.4. In accordance with the Norwegian regulation on the State financial management (“Reglement for økonomistyring i staten”, section 20), any Government agency, including all hospitals, shall be self-insurers, which implies that such agencies will not insure its risk through a private insurance company, unless otherwise decided by the Ministry of Finance.
13. Term and Termination

13.1. This Agreement commences on the Effective Date and will remain in effect until the final data has been provided to Sponsor following site closure and completion of the obligations of the parties under this Agreement or earlier termination of this Agreement in accordance with this Article 13.

13.2. Either Party may terminate this Agreement with immediate effect at any time upon written notice if the other Party is:

· in breach of any obligations under the Agreement or the Protocol and fails to remedy such breach, where it is capable of cure, within fifteen (15) days of written notice from the other Party specifying the breach and requiring its cure; or
· ceases to carry out business, goes into liquidation or an administrative receiver or administrator is appointed for the Party or its assets, or enters into a voluntary arrangement with its creditors or suffers any similar insolvency process or in case of any equivalent process occurs in any jurisdiction.
13.3. A Party may terminate this Agreement with immediate effect upon written notice to the other Party, if it on reasonable grounds believes the Study should cease in the interest of the health, safety or well-being of Subjects. 

13.4. Sponsor may terminate this Agreement upon 30 days written notice to Institution if Principal Investigator is no longer able (for whatever reason) to act as principal investigator of the Study and no replacement mutually acceptable to Sponsor and Institution has been found within reasonable time.

13.5. In addition to Articles 13.2, 13.3 and 13.4 above, Sponsor may terminate or suspend the Study and/or terminate this Agreement immediately for any reason whatsoever upon 30 days written notice to Institution and Principal Investigator. 

13.6. In the event of termination of this Agreement by either of the Parties, the Parties shall use their best efforts to minimize any inconvenience or harm to any Subjects in the Study.

13.7. Upon notice of termination of this Agreement, Institution shall, and shall cause Principal Investigator to, immediately cease enrolment of Subjects into the Study, and promptly provide to Sponsor all Study documentation (except such documents as are required to be maintained by Institution pursuant to applicable laws and requirements), Sponsor’s confidential Information and any materials provided by or on behalf of Sponsor in connection with the Study and provide such other assistance as is necessary to ensure a smooth and orderly transition of the Study with no disruption of the Protocol.

13.8. Upon expiration or early termination of this Agreement Sponsor shall, upon receipt of invoices and other supporting documentation, pay to Institution all costs incurred and falling due for payment up to the date of termination and all non-cancellable costs committed before receipt of notice of termination. 
13.9. The termination or expiry of this Agreement shall be without prejudice to any rights of the Parties, which shall have accrued prior to or on the final date of termination.
14. IndependenCe
14.1. In undertaking to perform its, his or her respective services hereunder, Institution, Principal Investigator and Study site staff are doing so as independent contractors in relation to Sponsor, and not as employees or agents of Sponsor. 

14.2. Institution and Principal Investigator acknowledge that they have been selected to conduct the Study because of their experience, expertise and resources and not, in any way, as an inducement to, or in return for, past, present or future prescribing, purchasing, recommending, using, obtaining preferential formulary status for or dispensing any Sponsor product
15. Assignment

15.1. Neither Party shall assign this Agreement or any of its, his or her rights or obligations hereunder without the prior written consent of the other Party, except that each Party may assign this Agreement and its rights and obligations hereunder to any successor in interest (whether by merger, acquisition, asset purchase or otherwise) to all or substantially all of the business to which this Agreement relates. 
15.2. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Sponsor may, at any time and upon written notice to Institution, assign this Agreement and its rights and obligations hereunder (a) in connection with the transfer, whether by license or otherwise, or sale of all or substantially all of its rights to the Study Drug, (b) to any of its affiliates, or (c) to any external service providers such as contract research organizations retained to assist Sponsor in managing and quality control of the Study. Sponsor shall have the right to perform any and all of its obligations and exercise any of its rights under this Agreement through any of its affiliates.

All clauses that by their nature are meant to survive the termination or expiry of the Agreement, shall survive the termination or expiry of the Agreement.
18. Entire Agreement and Amendment

18.1. This Agreement together with the Appendices hereto constitute the entire agreement among the Parties hereto with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement and supersede all prior agreements, whether written or oral, with respect to the subject matter of this Agreement. 
18.2. Any amendment or modification to this Agreement must be in writing and signed by authorized representatives of each Party.
19. Inconsistency

In the event of any inconsistency between this Agreement or any other document incorporated therein, including the Protocol, the terms of the Protocol shall prevail with respect to the conduct of the Study and the treatment of Subjects in connection therewith; in all other respects (including Article 9 and 10, the terms of this Agreement shall prevail.  
In the event of inconsistency between this Agreement and the confidentiality agreement, the confidentiality agreement shall prevail only regarding confidential information not covered by this Agreement. 
20. FORCE MAJEURE

No Party shall be liable to any other Party or shall be in default of its obligations hereunder if such default is the result of war, hostilities, revolution, civil commotion, strike, epidemic, accident, fire, wind, flood or other cause beyond the reasonable control of the Party affected.  The Party affected by such circumstances shall promptly notify the other Parties in writing when such circumstances cause a delay or failure in performance (a “Delay”) and when they cease to do so.  In the event of a Delay lasting for four (4) weeks or more the non-affected Parties shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately by notice in writing to the other Parties.
21. Governing Law and jurisdiction

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with substantive laws of Norway, with the exclusion of the conflict of law rules. The parties herby submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the applicable District Court (Tingrett).
22. Counterparts

This Agreement is executed in two counterpart copies, each of which shall be deemed an original, and shall together be deemed to constitute one and the same instrument when signed by the authorized representatives of Sponsor, Institution and Payee as of the dates indicated below. Each Party acknowledges that an original signature or a copy thereof transmitted by PDF shall constitute an original signature for purpose of this Agreement.
